     Because of the situation of King Solomon’s Temple.  Every Lodge is a representation of King Solomon’s Temple which was constructed according to Divine Plan. (I Kings Chapters 5, 6, 7, & 8) (II Chronicles Chapters 2, 3, & 4).  The Temple was modeled after the Tabernacle which Moses erected in the wilderness in order to perpetuate the remembrance of the mighty East wind by which they were delivered and also to receive the rays of the rising sun.  Its length was twice its breadth which results in an oblong square.
Where was King Solomon’s Temple built?

     On Mt. Moriah which is in the Eastern part of Jerusalem.  The Temple overlooks Jerusalem from the Northeast portion of this elevation.  It is the land where Abraham offered up Isaac.  This land was purchased by King David before his death for the purpose of building an altar upon it.
